TV, Cinema & Radio

TV Market

RTE’s revenue increased by 12% in
July and looks set to do the same in
August. It must however be noted
that these increases follow large
declines in revenue last year with
July and August being down 35%
and 28% respectively. RTE’s impacts
had another strong month with
multi-channel housewives and kids
up 39%, multi-channel adults 15-34
up 19% and multi-channel men 15-
34 up 28%. Half of this increase is
down to the World Cup. However,
impacts remained strong from 12t
July onwards (multi-channel
housewives and kids +28%, multi-
channel adults 15-34 +9% and multi-
channel men 15-34 + 13%).

Despite TV3 not having any World
Cup matches, overall their impacts
remained level year on year during
this period. The satellites continued
to struggle with impacts on both SKY
and E4 being down approx 30%.
However Living continued its
recovery with impacts up 80% on
multi-channel women 15-34 and
+70% on multi-channel adults 15-34.

TV3 have announced that they will
be covering next year’s UEFA Europa
League Final which will take place in
the Aviva Stadium, Dublin on 18t
May 2011. They will be responsible
for providing the worldwide feed to
over 170 markets as well as being
the exclusive broadcaster in Ireland.

Radio Nova Set To Launch
In September 2010

Despite a struggling market place, a
new broadcasting venture is set to
take to the air - Radio Nova. The
new entity with the same name as
the Dublin pirate radio
phenomenon from the early 1980’s
will be back on the airwaves from
September. Unlike the original, the
new station will be exclusively
spinning classic rock tracks. The
target audience is men in their late
30s and early 40s.

Radio Nova’s backers include
experienced radio investors Dermot
Hanrahan, Maurice Cassidy, Ulick
McEvaddy, Des Whelan and Kevin
Brannigan, some of whom also own
part of oldies station 4FM. Radio
Nova is likely to be the last station
launch for some time as the
Broadcasting Authority of Ireland
(BAIl) has indefinitely deferred plans
to advertise for new regional
country music stations.

Industry observers wonder whether
there is room for another Dublin
radio station in a market where
advertising revenues fell by more
than 25 per cent last year. The most
recent radio stations launched in
the capital — 4FM and Phantom —
are struggling.

46.2%, display 26.6%, classified
27.2%. This means that online
accounted for 10.3% of the total
media market ahead of outdoor,
magazines & cinema.
